I began my studies at W&M in June, 1943, soon after graduating from high school. There were few
male students then, since most younger males were active in either the military or other public service.
A floor of the administration building (then Marshall-Wythe Hall, now James Blair Hall) was occupied
by the Naval Chaplains. On the weekends Williamsburg was crowded with service men from nearby
military bases. Other male students and I were housed barracks-style over a clothing store on Duke of
Gloucester Street. Through the college's work-study program I went to work at the Travis House in Co-
lonial Williamsburg. This employment paid most of my college and other expenses.

In this wartime environment I was pleased to learn about the Wesley Foundation. It was located then in
the sprawling Methodist Church on the corner of Duke of Gloucester Street, diagonally across from the

main entrance to the campus, where the Merchant Square Shops are now. The church's minister than
was the kindly Dr. Lewis Havermale, formerly a missionary to China.

I remember with great fondness Mrs. C. Carlton Casey, who was the volunteeradviser to the Wesleyites. She led our Bible study
each Sunday morning. She was a generous, gracious hostess, often welcoming other students and me to her home for Sunday din-
ners. I greatly appreciated not only the delicious meals she fed us but also the relaxed experience of being with her, her patient hus-
band and two teenage sons. It was like a home away from home.

On Sunday evenings we students gathered at the church for programs we planned. These began with worship with prayer and hymn
singing, then focused on some topic of current interest. Attendance averaged about ten to fifteen students. Some of us became close
friends. I recall especailly Matilda ("Matt") O'Brien (Chamberlain) '45, Sallie Rue Justis (Ranson) '46, Ellen Johnson (Stagnaro) '47
and Emily Christine Rentsch '48, who a few years later became my wife. Roy Warman, stationed at the Navy Seabee base on the
peninsula, often joined us when he could.

A high school teacher, Jerry Speidel, in Charlottesville advised and co-ordinated Wesley foundation activities around VA. I received
a lot of post card messages from him when I became President of the local Wesleyites. He planned a statewide retreat at scenic Natu-
ral Bridge to which Mrs. Casey drove Christine and me. During that weekend our romance blossomed.

When the Rev. Ben Bland became the church's minister and Mrs. Casey retired as our adviser in my senior year, [ was invited to
become interim Wesley director and accepted. About the same time I was elected President of the campus Inter-Religious Council
and focused on promoting co-operation among the Protestant student organizations. (The local Roman Catholic priest resisted my
efforts and a couple of the local Protestant ministers were mainly interested in promoting programs in their own churches.).

At the time there were no religious studies classes offered at W&M. When T spoke with Prof. of law Dudley Woodbridge, an
avowed agnostic, about this, he'listened sympathetically and agreed to join me in meeting with President John Pomfret. Recognizing
the tradition of strict separation of church-and state since the time of Thomas Jefferson, I cautiously proposed to Pres. Pomfret that a
course on comparative religion be offered. He listened politely but remained non-commital.

At the time some colleges scheduled religious emphasis weeks with guest speakers and numerous forums and other events. For one
at W&M I was able to secure Dr. Harold Bosley, a leading Methodist minister in Baltimore, who preached in the Wren Chapel.

Most W&M students then were only minimally interested in any
organized religious activities. Sorority and fraternities, sports and
proms were more alluring.

Major external events impacted our lives on the campus and at
Wesley. One was the unexpected death of President Franklin D.
Roosevelt. (He had so long been a national and world leader I per-
sonally worried about the country's future without him.). Some
months later we welcomed the Allied victories in Europe and the
Pacific, promising, we hoped, a return to a more peaceful, just
world.

I still have fond memories of the friends I made at Wesley and the
warm sense of community I experienced there. It was definitely a
formative influence in my time at W&M. It helped convince me of
the crucial need for a committed, progressive, ecumenically ori-
ented campus ministry. This undoubtedly led me to decide after
graduation from W&M to study at Yale Divinity School for the
MDiv., then for the PhD at Yale in religious studies. Thence I de-
voted my early career to teaching religion and philosophy at several
colleges and universities, followed by thirty years on the faculty of
an ecumenical theological seminary.

Through its ministry year in and year out, the Wesley Founda-
tion develops amazing leaders like Meghan Roth '08, who cur-
rently is a second year student at Wesley Theological Seminary
in Washington, DC. While at W&M, Meghan was actively in-
volved in Wesley's Young Adult Council, eventually serving as
President, and the Living Word worship team. During 2008-
2012 Meghan is serving as a member of the General Board of
Church and Society for The United Methodist Church. She
attended the Climate Change Conference in Denmark last De-
cember as a young adult representative of the Board of Church
and Society. In this article she shares her experiences there
with us.

Not long after I started
classes at Wesley Theologi-
cal Seminary in August
2008, I began my work
with the United Methodist
General Board of Church
and Society. Because of my
involvement as a GBCS
Board Director, I had the
opportunity to participate
as an NGO observer at the
December 2009 United
Nations Framework Con-
vention on Climate Change. When offered the chance to be a
part of this pivotal time in Copenhagen, I knew it was another
step on a journey of faith.

In Copenhagen, I witnessed the energy of the Bella Center
where the UN negotiations took place. I sensed the power and
possibility of tens of thousands marching for climate justice.
During a Sunday rally, I lamented as Archbishop Desmond
Tutu named harms done to creation and called those in places
of privilege to confession. I responded with enthusiasm as he
handed over 500,000 pledges to the former UN climate change
chief Yvo de Boer. With people of faith from around the world,
I sang hymns and prayed in an ecumenical worship celebration
at the Copenhagen Cathedral.

These were remarkable, life-changing days but they cannot
remain mere memories. As the anticipated outcome of the 2009
world meeting of a fair and effective agreement faded, it be-
came clear the work is far from over. I am ready to join count-
less others already living into God's call, sharing stories, advo-
cating for justice, living simply, and caring for creation and all
who inhabit the earth, particularly the most vulnerable.

Student intern learns about serving
‘the least, the lost, the lonely and the left out’

As I’ve waded my way through the beginning stages of the ordination process in the past few years, I’ve often told people in the con-
ference that I feel called to serve the poor. They always say, “Go check out Rising Hope.” So the summer after I graduated from
seminary, I checked out Rising Hope United Methodist Mission Church, got myself an internship, and set out to serve the poor.

I had “served the poor” before — at women’s shelters, assistance agencies and the downtown Atlanta church I attended throughout
seminary. I had valued all of these experiences. But they had generally been for several hours a week, and now I was about to be
immersed in a community of — as the Rising Hope saying goes — “the least, the lost, the lonely and the left out.”

In some ways, I immediately fell in love with this new immersion experience. For one thing, it was probably the most colorful
group of people I’d ever encountered in one space. There were ex-cons, ex-hippies, ex-addicts, and not-so-ex-addicts. There were
people who lived in the neighborhood, people who lived in the nearby shelters and people who lived in the woods. There were moth-
ers pushing strollers gathered in the food pantry. There was a guy on a motorcycle mission across the United States who wore a
leather vest and a do-rag, and closed his eyes and danced when we sang in worship. I loved that mosaic quality that so many
churches seem to lack.

I also quickly grew to love the lack of hierarchy I saw in the church. Over the first week
or so, when I was still learning my way around the church and its various ministries, I found
myself looking at the people around me and trying to categorize them. Was that person a
client or a volunteer? I realized even at the time that the answers shouldn’t matter, but I was
surprised by more than one instance of a food pantry volunteer signing in for a bag of gro-
ceries before I began to get it. More often than not, the clients were the volunteers, and vice
versa. When everyone can serve and be served by everyone else — well, that’s a little bit of
the Kingdom, right there.

But I have to admit that as my time at the church began, I had some misgivings. We often
talked about Fairfax County’s enormous wealth and how that wealth hid the real need in
places such as the Route 1 corridor. But, as a Fairfax County native, I grew up enjoying
every benefit of that wealth. I never experienced hunger or wondered where I was going to
stay for the night. Pastor Keary Kincannon, at least, had experience with addiction, but I’d
never been addicted to anything harder than chocolate chip cookies (and it seemed a little
late in the ordination process to begin such an experience). So I was afraid of having nothing

- to say to this community facing struggles I’d never known. I was afraid of my own irrele-

at Rising Hope UMC. So, what surprised me the most about Rising Hope was the love and acceptance with

which people welcomed me. They asked me theological questions and told me how much

they appreciated the prayer services I led. They encouraged me when I freaked out about my lack of post-internship employment
options. They humored my high-church hesitance to clap and dance along to “Jesus
is a Rock and He Rolls My Blues Away.” Of course, as I got to know people better,
I realized that the people who made up Rising Hope came with all kinds of differ-
ent stories — different from my own in many ways, and similar in some. We had
all come to that place for different reasons, in different ways, through different val-
leys and carried by different blessings. But we were all there as the Body of Christ,
and that made us relevant to each other.

So, I went to Rising Hope to serve the poor. And I hope I was able to do so. I
hope my prayer services, my lunchtime chats, my humble attempts at Spanish and
my hours at the food pantry sign-in table made a small difference to some people.
But in the end, it wasn’t about “serving” as much as becoming part of a community
of people with many different stories. And it was about realizing we all had some-
thing in common — Jesus — and something to share. Even me.

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Building Bridges of Faith and Understanding:
Wesleyites and Roman Catholics Meet in Unity and Love

-Ironically, although Emily Peterson '11 was the lead planner from Wesley for this unique event, she is a Presbyterian from Staun-
ton, VA. She is Wesley’s Worship Coordinator and an English major. In her spare time she also endeavors to get mad at David
Hindman sometime in the near future. He has given her permission to do so.

While we as Christians profess to be open, welcoming, listening, and embracing, we have to admit that we spend a good
portion of our time staying comfortable in our own misconceptions of others. This is something that is especially true between Ro-
man Catholicism and Protestantism. We often remain so complacent in our “rightness” that we use our incorrect assumptions and
beliefs about our neighbors to justify ourselves. Last year, however, I was forced beyond this comfort. I roomed with my friend Kate
Chelak ‘11, a Roman Catholic, and through a series of long and in-depth religious discussions, we discovered that much of what we
thought about the other’s beliefs was wrong and that we had much more common ground than we had originally thought. We were
struck with the conviction that these conversations of honesty, listening and understanding need to be more commonplace, and the
seed of an idea was planted.

Roughly a year later, the idea came to fruition. The “Unity in Faith” event, co-sponsored by Catholic Campus Ministry and
the Wesley Foundation, took place on the evening of Saturday, November 5° with fifty people in attendance from both sponsoring
organizations and beyond. It was a three-pronged program. The first portion consisted of two presentations aimed at clearing up mis-
understandings, answering questions, and challenging myths. Aaron Gregory ‘10 of Wesley and Catherine Palmer ‘12 of CCM pre-
sented on behalf of their organizations, but there was a catch - during planning, Kate and I had a small but brilliant miscommunica-
tion that led to Aaron answering questions about Catholicism and Catherine answering questions about Methodism. Not only were
the attendees of the event going to learn new things from the presenters, but the presenters themselves were forced to enter into dia-
logue with each other and to gain a better understanding of areas in which their own assumptions may have been misguided. Kate
and I were very proud of our foible.

The second part of the program was discussion. In small groups, the attendees asked and conversed about questions branch-
ing off of the presentations. I’1l admit, this was my favorite part. As a co-coordinator, I was spending most of the discussion period
getting things set up for the meal that we were to share before the third portion of the program, but looking out across the room, I
was ecstatic to see the engagement and sincere interest in the sea of faces.

After a meal together (provided by our fantastic meal planning team), complete with a specially ordered cake, we entered
into a time of worship. This was perhaps the most difficult part of the event to plan. We wanted to create a balanced environment, a
service in which the components and leadership were equally divided between Catholics and Methodists. A lot of juggling was in-
volved. We had to ask what resources we would use, what elements of worship could or should be distinctly Catholic and Methodist,
even whether a PowerPoint presentation would be the best option. Through the combined efforts of worship planners from both
CCM and Wesley, the service came together to have an unexpectedly fitting flow to it. As an attendee commented to us during the
program, “Did you intentionally order the service to go backwards in time?” Starting with a contemporary worship song, moving
into a traditional hymn, and spending the meat of the service in the ancient practice of lectio divina, we returned to a religious exer-
cise from when we all merely fell under the label “Christian” without question as to what “type” of Christian we were.

After months and months of stressing, planning, and spending all our time together ironing out details, Kate and I found that
our greatest happiness from the event came from the knowledge that we had provided an environment to form friendships between
our campus ministries. Our attendees’ Facebook friend requests, lunch plans, and post-event discussions in Tazewell basement (the
on-campus residence hall where the gathering happened) give evidence that the lines of communication have been opened. The con-
versations are happening. We couldn’t be happier.

It doesn’t stop there, of course. Kate and I don’t really plan on putting another of these events together, but we hope with all
our hearts that someone else will feel inspired to do something similar, to bring together people from across even more lines of dif-
ference to find their common ground. For example, David Hindman and Catholic campus minister MaryEllen Pitard are discussing
the possibility of offering a Lenten study based on previous Roman Catholic and United Methodist conversations at the national
level, Yearning to Be One: Spiritual Dialogue Between Catholics and United Methodists. And if they do, we’re totally there.
